Bible Study

Congratulations, you've reached the midway point of the New Believer's Bible Study! These next
studies will deal with Christian character, those qualities and attributes that the Lord desires and
requires of us as Christians. These studies are based on 2 Peter 1:5-7:

But also for this very reason, giving all diligence, add to your faith virtue, to virtue knowledge, to
knowledge self-control, to self-control perseverance, to perseverance godliness, to godliness brotherly
kindness, to brotherly kindness love. (NIUV)

God wants you to live the best life possible. That is why He is changing and shaping you each day to
be more like Jesus. When you add virtue, knowledge, self-control, perseverance, godliness, brotherly
kindness, and love to your life, you are growing in your relationship with Jesus Christ and becoming
more like Him.

Over the next seven lessons, you will be learning about each of these qualities of Christian character.
Keep in mind that there will always be room for growth in your life in each of these areas! There is no
plateau where you will know all that there is to learn. If there were, you could give God a nudge and
say, "Move over, there are two of us now."

As you begin this study, let's memorize Philippians 4:8:
AND NOW, DEAR BROTHERS AND SISTERS, LET ME SAY ONE MORE THING AS I CLOSE
THIS LETTER. FIX YOUR THOUGHTS ON WHAT IS TRUE AND HONORABLE AND RIGHT.
THINK ABOUT THINGS THAT ARE PURE AND LOVELY AND ADMIRABLE. THINK ABOUT
THINGS THAT ARE EXCELLENT AND WORTHY OF PRAISE.

Virtue means "moral goodness, modesty, and purity." All of us are impure, imperfect, because of sin
and its hold over our lives. But God wants to share His purity, His perfection, with us through the gift
of His Son Jesus Christ.

In this study you will learn:

• That God is pure and good.
• What a holy life is.
• How we can live a life of purity.

As you answer these study questions, use your own words. Do not simply copy the verses. Remember
to pray to ask the Holy Spirit to help you understand what God is trying to teach you.

Conduct means "manner of life." Our manner of life should be holy.

8. How does God describe those who practice impurity? (Ephesians 4:18-19)

The sinful things we do are "the works of the flesh."
9. What are some of the works of the flesh? (Galatians 5:19-21)

It's encouraging to know that we can stop doing the works of the flesh by yielding control of our
lives to the Holy Spirit (see Galatians 5:16).

10. The Christian should value his body as a sacred place where God dwells. What does 1 Corinthians 6:19
tell us about our body?

11. According to the following verses, how can we live a life of purity?

(2 Timothy 2:22)
(Romans 13:14)

As our faith in God increases, our lives will become more pure. Then we will want to know more about
God's purity and other attributes.
